The goal is to schedule and conduct an event at Makersmiths to introduce Boy Scouts to the maker community. We can use food and activities to make it
fun, include a tour of the facilities and impress upon scouts the possibilities, not only for what they can learn and do, but how they can apply that
knowledge.

This event should be held twice a year (at a minimum) - once in Leesburg and once in Purcellville.

We will have a speaker (tentative) to talk about adaptive technologies. The goal is to prompt scouts to think of applications for various maker skills, and
ways that it can be helpful, providing service to others.
